1,400 attend Chicago show

Record attendance at a club meeting, an auction and an interna-
tional bourse represented by nine countries were highlights of the
21st Annual Chicago International Coin Fair, held March 29-31 at
the Sheraton Chicago Hotel and Towers.

Attendance at the bourse was reported at about 1,400 people,
including about 300 dealers and assistants, according to show pro-
moter Kevin Foley.

The Chicago Coin Club reported 93 people attended their Satur-
day, March 30 meeting, held in conjunction with the show. It was
a record attendance for a CCC meeting, according to club
spokesman Carl Wolf.

The meeting included a talk on Lord Baden-Powell and the Boer
War in South Africa by George Cuhaj and a free giveaway col-
lectible to all persons attending the meeting.

Doug Andrews spoke on numismatic developments in Russia
within the past year at the Russian Numismatic Society meeting.
Louis Koncza spoke on Polish coins of King Stanislaus Augustus
at a Polish American Numismatic Association meeting. Both meet-
ings were held on Saturday.

A Young Numismatist meeting was conducted by Nancy Wilson
with Neil Shafer.

Ponterio and Associates held a two-session auction of world
numismatic material Friday and Saturday.

The bourse consisted of 106 tables that included 91 dealers, pub-
lications and clubs from the United States; seven dealers from
Great Britain; four from Canada; two from Switzerland; and one
each from Argentina, Belgium, Germany, Spain and Taiwan.Deal-
ers said business was good, but not excellent, with a steady flow of
consumer traffic most of the time. Many dealers said there was a
lack of fresh material available for them to purchase.

A number of numismatic collectibles related to the CICF could be
acquired. The CCC give-away at its meeting was an African glass
trade bead mounted on a fact sheet. Other collectibles included a
CICF 10-unit USA Card prepaid telephone card and CICF scrip
good for a dollar in trade at the refreshment stand. @)

As you know, Jerry Kolton has been attempting to gather information from each of us to compile
a club history. Hopefully, we can pump some information out of you all at our March meeting.
Jerry and I will have some topics of discussion ready to keep the reminiscences flowing,.

The Voice of the Turtle, The North American Journal of Numismatics is the publication which
has been donated to the club by Whitney Lindwall and was neatly organized in binders by Jerry
Kolton. Not only does it contain some interesting articles on ancient coinage, but it may contain
some clues to the history of the Twin Cities Ancient Coin Club.

While reading through The Voice of the Turtle, 1 jotted down a few thoughts and questions
- regarding the club history that need to be explored:

The Voice of the Turtle was founded by Harold Roepe in 1963. I believe the publication began
in Minneapolis. It was considered the official publication of the Ancient Coin Club of America
(ACCA). Soon thereafter, editorials appeared calling for the founding of local chapters of the
ACCA.

Was the Twin Cities Ancient Coin Club originally founded as a chapter of the ACCA? Or was
the TCACC already in existence, and then began calling itself a chapter of ACCA? Or were the
ACCA and the TCACC one in the same?

In the June 1966 issue of The Turtle, there is mention of various local chapters, including this
statement: “there were 56 present at a recent Minneapolis meeting. A record?” Was this a
reference to our club? I presume it was.

John Hartmann was the editor of The Turtle for many years. I believe he was a member of our
club. Was he a founder of the club? Do any of our members know him personally? I know I've
heard the name mentioned. I believe someone said Hartmann is still living but is in poor health.

The August 1966 issue of The Turtle mentions that Calvin Woods of Minneapolis was producing

a monthly newsletter which was distributed to all local chapters of the ACCA. Was he a member
of TCACC? Do any of our members remember him?

Hopefully, these questions can stimulate some discussion. See you at the meeting.

“Exploring Our Hobby’s Past”

As part of my on-going Greek bibliography project, I've been doing a lot of
reading in back issues of The Numismatic Chronicle, the annual publication of the
Royal Numismatic Society. The Numismatic Chronicle (NC) has been published
every year since 1836 and browsing through this venerable publication is like
reliving the history and development of the hobby and science of numismatics.

From its very beginning, NC has been the publication of choice for authors
and researchers in numismatics to publish the findings of their research. In its
pages can be found the original papers in which now-commonly known facts were
first published. Many of the “facts™ which we read in recent numismatic books
and magazine articles were “unknown” or only a theory until published in NC and
subjected to the scrutiny of numismatists worldwide many years ago.

It is unfortunate that more collectors (especially those who are currently
writing for publication) have not explored this periodical more thoroughly. If you
take your numismatic knowledge from books published many years ago, you run
the risk that some of the “facts™ in these books have been disproven by later
researchers who have published their findings in NC.

Aside from serious research, the casual collector can also make profitable
use of those dusty volumes of NC. When reading issues published in the mid-
19th century, one realizes how new the hobby of ancient numismatics really is.
At this time, there was no Roman Coins and Their Values to consult, no British
Museum Catalogue. Historia Numorum was not yet written, nor Mattingly’s
Roman Coins. Many of the coins we collect were as yet unpublished and
information on them was scarce. Issues of NC in the 1840’s and 1850's
frequently included papers contributed by numismatists that had recently returned
“from the East™ with bags full of ancient coins, and the NC was where these coins
were first published. One is reminded of the extreme rarity of most Bactrian
coins (even the British Museum had only a few pieces) prior to the eastern travels
of the British army in the 1830°s and 1840°s. New discoveries were reported in
every issue of NC. Reading these stories is like a trip back into time. _

Fortunately for us here in the Twin Cities, the Wilson Library at the
University of Minnesota has a complete set of The Numismatic Chronicle, and it
is on the open shelves in the periodicals section (lower level), just sitting there .
waiting for us. ‘

“Our Private Hobby”

Coin collecting is a private pursuit. Although we come together once a
month to share our hobby, most of our hobby time is spent by ourselves. We
spend many hours reading about ancient history and coinage. We each have our
collecting specialties and we utilize many of our all-too-rare leisure hours to study
the fine pieces in our collections in private.

Yet the full enjoyment of our hobby relies greatly on our ability to share our
collecting experiences with others—at club meetings and coin shows. Indeed, it
is during our interactions with other collectors that we learn the most. It is
because of our varied collecting interests that we are assured we’ll always be able
to learn more by “talking coins™ with our fellow hobbyists. And of course, we all
rely on the written words of other collectors and researchers to educate ourselves
during our private hours.

It is this interaction that makes our private hobby more enjoyable. Although
we can learn from our fellow club members, wouldn't it be great if we could
converse with some of the scholars and collectors who have gone before us?
After all, getting in touch with the past is what collecting ancient coins is all
about, isn’t it? As collectors, we often attach added value to a coin that once was
owned by a well-known numismatist. The pedigrees or provenance associated
with a coin adds another personal touch to our private hobby.

Wouldn't it be great to own a Greek coin once in the collection of the great
scholar/author Barclay V. Head (b. 1844; d. 1914)? Or a piece from the
collection of the prolific researcher and collector Edward T. Newell (b. 1916; d.
1941)? Or how about a piece from the collection of Dr. Feori Pipito, whose vast
collection of Greek coins from Italy and Sicily was sold at auction in 1987?

Unfortunately, even if we can trace the provenance of one of our coins to an
important collector of the past, the connection is more mental than physical. This
is where autograph collectors have the advantage. For us, the physical connection
is missing (unless the previous owner of our coin left a big greasy fingerprint on
the coin—in which case, we’d be better off without this personal connection!).
But we numismatists are not without hope...

Sometimes an item comes along that is just “too neat™ to ignore. Example:
lot 505 in Empire Coins’ August 17th auction of numismatic literature—the
auction catalogue for the Northwick Collection of Greek coins, sold by Sotheby’s
in December of 1859. The original owner of this catalogue attended the auction
and wrote the buyer’s names next to each lot. Furthermore, the title page of the
catalogue was signed by Barclay V. Head. Later, the catalogue passed into the
hands of E. T. Newell, and bears his bookplate. The catalogue then went to Feori
Pipito, and bears his stamp.

Neat item! Coins are not the only way to get in touch with the numismatists
of the past. 1hope to see you at the next club meeting. —Bill Daehn

“What’s My Type?”

Last year, John Haer brought us his unique “Latinae Corupto” contest
which received rave reviews and cries of “more, more!” Not to be outdone, I now
bring you a challenging, educational, and exceedingly fascinating contest...What'’s
My Type?

Even you Roman collectors know that each Greek city-state had its own
coin type—a design or symbol which represented the city. These types instantly
identified the issuing city of any coin. The type may be the patron god or goddess
of the city, a mythological beast related to the city’s folklore, an object related to
a religious cult popular with the citizens, or a desigh commemorating one of the
great religious/athletic festivals of the Greeks.

The enclosed page, taken from a coin collector’s handbook published in
1832, shows the types found on the coins of 81 different Greek cities. How many
of these cities can you identify?

Some of these are well known, some are obscure. I'm sure you’ll have fun
trying to identify them. Number a piece of paper from 1 through 81, and write in
the name of the primary city using each type. Your answers should be returned to
me at either the October or November meeting. The most correct answers wins.
Ties will be decided by a random drawing. The prize (a mystery numismatic
treasure) will be awarded at our holiday dinner in December.

For you pagan Romans, identifying Greek coins may be quite a challenge.
But you can do it! Perhaps you don’t have the books you need to face this task.
Not to worry. This would be a great opportunity to explore the vast numismatic
book collection residing at the Wilson Library at the University of Minnesota.

Of course, our best resources for
education are the classes available at the University of Minnesota. But you may
not be aware of the easy accessibility we all have to the classes taught at “The U.”

Many history classes are offered to the public through the University
Extension program. Classes are held in the evenings at the Minneapolis campus.
They are open to anyone—you do not have to be enrolled in any degree program.
You do not need any pre-qualifications. Most classes meet once a week for about
g 1/2 hours. And best of all, the classes are reasonably priced (usually about

275).

Among the offerings during the coming winter and spring quarters are two
different courses in Ancient Civilizations (one covers the classical and Hellenistic
Greek period, and one covers the Roman period). Also offered are Introduction to
Medieval History, The Age of Nero, Greek and Roman Mythology, History of
Ancient Art, Roman Law and Society, and Introduction to Archaeology.

The winter quarter starts January 4th. For more information, call the
University Extension office and request the 1992-1993 Extension Classes listing.
Call 625-3333.

Give it a try. It’s fun. The students are of all ages and backgrounds. The
exams are challenging, but if you miss them or flunk, who cares? You’re not
trying to earn a doctorate—you're only trying to learn history and have some fun.

We all work hard and spend a lot of money to build our numismatic
collections over a period of many years. Whether it contains a lot of rarities or is
composed of all common pieces, your collection is a source of pride. It is also a
‘piece of history waiting to be told.

Unfortunately, too many collections never see the light of day. Imagine
how much fun it would be if we had the opportunity to examine each other’s
collections. Many collectors like to “show off” their stuff and tell the story of
their collections. We all have a chance to do this once a year at the annual
Northwest Coin Show sponsored by the Northwest Coin Club.

This show, to be held at the Earle Brown Heritage Center in Brooklyn
Center, March 19-21, is the only show in Minnesota that encourages and allows
space for collector exhibits.
