PRESENTATION: Greek Small Change


As soon as coins were conceived, denominations spanned from the very
large to the very small.  The largest coins represented one-hundred
times the value of the smallest.  History often focuses on the large,
the political history: Rulers, their wars, and their economy. These top
denominations would have paid salaries, bought land and wholesale
supplies as well as slaves. The smallest denominations would have been
used in the markets to make daily purchases of rations, clothes, and
entertainment.  Today we’ll examine the smallest precious metal coinage
in the ancient Greek world as well as the first bronze coinages.  Rather
than presenting early small change as a narrative we’re going to try a
more interactive exercise.  The presentation will focus on the facts and
will ask the group to draw their own conclusions.   Bring your early
small change if you have any and be prepared to listen and discuss their
use.

PRESENTATION:


Steve Antonello will present on the topic of The Coinage of the
Nabataeans: Kings of The Hidden City.


The Nabataeans or caravan-traders of pre-Islamic northern Arabia
maintained an independent, nearly hidden kingdom, for over two hundred
years. The kingdom gradually consolidated during the Hellenistic period.
The first known coins are believed to have been minted in c.110 BC. The
naturally fortified city of Petra was chosen as the Nabataean capital.
This kingdom existed both at the crossroads of the Mediterranean and the
crossroads of history. It became a Roman province in CE 106. This
presentation will trace the rise and fall of the Nabataean kingdom
through the coinage of its kings, a coinage that reflects ancient
Arabic, Greek and Roman influences.


Steve will use his collection of Nabataean coins to illustrate both
historical and numismatic aspects of the coinage and kingdom. Club
Members are invited to bring any Nabataean or related coins for
discussion, and to speculate as to how and why was the Nabataean Kingdom
so well hidden from history?
