APPLIED TO ANCIEXNT COINS3:"

"Since no two ancient coins are exactly alike, a photongraph of one
is like a fingerprint, A =20od photosraph will show striking cracks,
wear, corrosion, off-center strike and other 300d or bad features.
Photogaphs of your collectinn of ancient coins provide you with conven-
ient records for insurance purposes or for identifyine them if stolen,
and for comparison when purchasine a new specimen for your collection.
You can upgsrade a particular specimen without removing it from the
vault for comparison,

"There are many different methods of photosraphing coins; I shall
explain the method I have used successfully. Here is a list of escential
equipment for this method of photocranhing ancient coins.

a) A 35mm sinele-lens reflex camera.
b) A lonz-focus lens (85-135mm or loncer).
c) Extension rings totaling a least 50mm len=th.
d) A yellow filter for 3&W film (Wratten K-2).
e) A firm support; a trinod of photo-copy stand.
) A cable release foar the shutter.
g) An exponsure meter,
h) Two shaded lamps.
i) High-contrast film (Xodak Famatomic-{ or Adox KKB-14).

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good contrast is a must for rond phntaneraphs. Zven cvérexposinz the film
a little will help increase the contrast. ‘'hen photoeraphins Greek
Imperial bronzes, Roman sestertii, or any other ancient or medieval coins
havinz a dull surface due to natina, wear, or soil encrustation, I susecest
that a yellow filter such as a Wratten I-2 filter be used to further in-
Crease the contrast, Iilters decrease the amount of lisht reaching the
film; this must be compensated for when calculating the exposure, Tiz-
ure this compensation factor after everything else is firured. If a
filter bas an exposure factor of 8, decrease the shutter speed tn 1/8th

of the orininal settinz or open the aperature by 2 f/stops. If the

factor is 4, divide the orierinal shutter spaed by 4, or open the aperature
2 f/stops,

"Since most ancient btronrmes are dark, Aull, and rave fovy hizhlirhts,

"The shutter speed is li%ely to be less than 1/10th sec.; therefore,
you should use a cable rclease to avoid jarring the camera during the
exposure,

"The lishtin~ arrancement I -use is very simple. I set up twe cnnze-
neck desk lamps; one on each side almnst above the coins at a hei~ht of
about 12 inches., I use a 100 watt bulb in one lamp and a %59 wvatt bilb
in the other one, This is done purposely to introduce a bit of shadou
and highlights,

"ifake sure the film plane and the surface on vhich you nlace the
coins are parallel. If they are not parallel, distortinn and out-of-focus
photos will result.

"Because ancient coins are relatively small objects, you must photo
them closer than the resular minimun focusing distance of the camera.

Use extension rings. A set of them totaling 50-60mm will cost $5 or $6.
Using them causes an exposure problem. There is a simple formula for
calculating the effective f/stop (aperture).
eff.f/stop==(£/stop indicated on lens) x (leng-tn-film distance)
(focal lensth of lens)
Example to help explain formula: x== (f/11) x (105wm lens + 5&4mm of rinss)
(105mm lens)

X == 11 x 169 == £/17.7
105

"This effective f/stop is the one that should be used when taking a
meter reading for the exnosure. Remember to compensate for the filter (if
used) after you have taken this reading. If the meter readins was f/17
at 1/40 sec,, the filter factor of 8 would increase the exposure time
to 1/5 sec.

"After you have your set-up, shoot a test roll of film using
various coins wuch as a billon tetradactm, a silver denarius, a sestertius
and a Greek bronze. Include along with the coins a card showing what
each particular exposure is, i.e., f/stop, shutter speed, filter,

"Finally, here are a few hints about systemizing the phosraphs of
your collection: a)Photosraph each denomination as a group, i.e., denarii,
sestertii, Greek bronzes, antoninianii, etec.

b) Photograph 3 to 5 coins at a time. c) Fhotograph the obverse of
the coins, turn over the coins leaving them in the same position and
photograph the reverse. d) Secure the two corresponding photos with
gelatin dry-mount tissue; it can be obtained in any photo store,

e) Number each coin on the photo corresponding to the catalog of
your collection, if you have catalosed them."

Historical overview on the Byzantine Empire: A continuation
of the Roman Empire. It included territories on the shores of
the Black Sea and the Mediterranean Sea. The empire is also called
East Roman, Later Roman, or Greek Empire. Byzantine comes from
an ancient city name of Byzantium. The city was renamed Constant-
inople after Constantine made it capital of the Roman Empire in
A.D, 330. The term Byzantine became popular after the 1600's.
The so called Byzantines called themselves Romans, The Byzantine
history extends from 330 to 1453, when Constantinople fell to the
Turks. They called the city Istanbul. Some historians take the
year 395, when the Roman Empire was finally divided into the East-
ern and Western parts, as the starting pint of Byzantine history.

The Byzantine Empire is important to the history and civil-
ization of Europe because it was a defending barrier against
barbarians and such eastern invaders as the Arabs and Turks. In
the Byzantine Empire ancient Greek and Roman culture was preserved,
and Christianity flourished. With its Christian faith, Roman
traditions, and Greek culture, the empire served as a connecting
link between ancient and modern European civilization, The
Byzantine Empire came to an end when the Ottoman Turks captured
Constantinople.

The Center For Disease Control in Atlanta has identified
iwo major varieties of this disease:

1. The Green Slime ( S/imus ¥ertus)
2. WsAlive ( Spiritus Trenscendus Morius)

Where Does [t Hurt?

The "Oreen Slime” is the common variety that usually
results from improper storage of nice bronze coins. In
some cases it is more a result of deterioration of the
packsging than of the coin. Its symptoms include
sticky, oily deposits on the coin often accompanied by a
yellowing or chemical breakdown of the packaging.

The "It's Alive” variety is usually found on large
bronze coins, antiquities, weapons, etc., that came out
of the ground. There is usually evidence of corrosion,
possibly including mysterious holes which promise to
open to caverns within the mass of the object. This is
the dangerous variety. It is bacterial in nature and
therefore subject to spreading to your other
numismatic loved ones.

Don’t buy a coin if it has “living” bronze disease. Leave
these {o the museams to trest. If you already own one,
sell or trade it to a dealer or collector you don't like.
Museams treat these coins much like items recovered
from shipwrecks, by soaking them in preservatives. If
your coins are slimed, you can do one of two things:

To complete the trestment, seal your coins with a
solution of benzotriazole and rubbing alcohol. Start
with & spoonful or two of alcohol and add the
benzotriazole until no more will dissolve. Apply this
solution with a cotton swab or a Q-Tip and allow the ~
coin to dry without blotting or rubbing. Benzotriazole
can also be purchased in photo stores.
