"Trajan’s Republican Coinage”

This talk addresses the question of how coins were perceived as objects of historical
significance in the ancient world. A rare series of "restored" denarii issued under Trajan provide
a unique opportunity to consider how the emperor (or, at least, his mint-masters) engaged with
Rome's Republican past. The selection of coins that were reproduced reveals both the sort of
images that Imperial viewers found interesting and how those messages may have been
connected to contemporary concerns.

Art and Aesthetics of Ancient Coinage

There are many different (and legitimate) ways to collect ancient coins. One appeal of this
hobby is that it satisfies a large variety of collecting impulses. Some common styles of collecting
include to collect by city, geographic region, ruler, period (archaic, classical, Hellenistic, Roman,
etc.) date, mythological character, symbol, dynasty, kingdom, reverse type, historical
significance, narrative scene, and/or other reasons. One of the main types of collecting--that
related to the art and aesthetics of ancient coinage--has become ever more popular.

In his presentation, Steve will contrast two major types of collecting: Artistic versus Scientific.
Some of the major aspects of aesthetics will be discussed and illustrated by comparing and
contrasting various ancient Greek coins along a number of different dimensions of aesthetics.

Each participant is invited to bring coin examples (Greek, Roman or other) for critique in terms
of their aesthetic versus scientific collecting appeal. Members are also invited to bring coins
they feel do not have much aesthetic appeal, but were purchased for reasons unrelated to the
artistic qualities of the coins.
