Some recent happenings that require all members attention :

We have been notified that starting in September our room rent will rise to $80 per meeting - needless to say this will
put a strain on our meager budget. Your officers have done some research, and discovered that to rent a comparable
room in the same general area (but a different location) would average about $120 per use. Therefore $80 is beginning
to look like a fairly good deal.

However, raising the new amount monthly will be difficult considering the current dues of $6 per year plus $1 'cup'
donation per meeting. Your officers are proposing that annual dues be raised to $15, and that the 'cup' start to receive
$2 from each member per meeting. If we maintain 30 members at the new membership price, we'll raise $450
annually. Add to this an average of 20 members providing $2 per meeting, 8 to 9 times per year, gives us
approximately $810 as a yearly budget. This "guestimate” would hopefully put us $80-90 dollars above total room
rent, and would hopefully give us a cushion against unforeseen expenses, low attendance 'cup' revenue, etc. The
biggest drawback is that it would be very difficult to attract guest speakers that need/desire a stipend and or travel
expenses.

At this time we have enough funds to cover the September through December meetings (with a little left over), so we
shouldn't need to raise additional money until it's time to pay annual dues at that January meeting.

Your officers are asking that you attend the May meeting enforce with feedback relating to these proposals, and any
alternatives you can bring/imagine - all options will be discussed. The thought of finding another meeting location is a
good discussion point, so possibly all members could keep their eyes open or make some inquiries if they happen to be
in a location that would suit the clubs needs.
